Siemer Milling Company has been on a significant growth curve in 
the past few years. Recent physical improvements have included 
a multi-million dollar packing and warehouse facility, a $2 million 
upgrade to the mill cleaning house is in progress and a new 1.1 
million bushel storage bin project was completed in 2012.  On 
the horizon is a 
new corporate 
headquarters 
planned for 2013. 
 
The 130-year-old 
company is the 
sole flour supplier 
for Duncan Hines 
cake mixes and a 
major supplier of 
Girl Scout cookies. 
The company buys 
and processes 
seven to eight million bushels of locally-grown wheat annually 
at its Teutopolis location. Overall, it purchases and processes 
twenty million bushels company-wide on an annual basis. They still 
operate in the same location in Teutopolis since its founding in 
1882, as well as a facility in Hopkinsville, KY.  The fourth and fifth 
generations of the Siemer family continue to be directly involved 
in the operation of the family and employee-owned business.
 
Siemer Milling provides employment for 80 people at the 
Teutopolis location and 50 people at the Hopkinsville location. 
The company is a very active contributor to the local economy 
in both Illinois and Kentucky.  One of the most significant changes 
for the company was the establishment of an Employee Stock 

Ownership Plan 
(ESOP) in 2000, 
creating employee 
ownership 
opportunities.  
 
The company 
is very involved 
in a number of 
initiatives that 
work to improve 
the quality of life in 
Effingham County 
and encourages 

and supports their employees to be active and involved in their 
community.  As one of the founders of Effingham County Vision 
2020, Siemer Milling has invested in company-wide training of 
the Investment in Excellence curriculum.  The company is also 
engaged in Teutopolis Community for Progress, Wooden Shoe 
Development Corporation and Effingham County United Way.
 
Rick Siemer was the inaugural recipient of the 2011 Philanthropist 
of the Year presented by Effingham County Community 
Foundation and the award is now named in his honor.  Siemer 
Milling Company was named 2013 Family Business of the Year by 
Loyola University, an award based on a strong commitment to 
business and family.
